In your coursework, you will experience the UDL framework firsthand 
as program faculty model the principles and actively engage you in applying UDL in your own practice.

 • Applicants with less than a 3.0 CGPA may be 
considered for conditional admittance into the 
program under certain circumstances. 
 • Provide a professional resume. 
 • Submit proof of immunizations (Measles, Mumps, 
Rubella, and Varicella).

All applications to the M.Ed. in 
Teacher Leadership program must:

 • Interview with the program director or faculty for 
admittance.
 • Provide strong recommendations highlighting 
excellence in the applicants’ professional experience. 
 • Maintain a 3.0 GPA to graduate once accepted into 
the program.
